Science topic- Electricity

• Use recognised symbols when representing a 

simple circuit in a diagram.

The journals are checked in school 

regularly. During this term, the children will also 

receive a range of CGP books to complete as 

homework.

P.E. will be taught on Fridays for both 6DM and 

6GB. The lessons will be based on activities linked 

to dance. Children can wear a PE kit for the 

duration of the day when they have a PE lesson.
