children’s books, TV presenter and singer. She was born in Trinidad but
moved to the United Kingdom when she was 10 years old. She has written

a range of books that relate to her personal life journey as she moved

from Trinidad to England. Her stories detail some of the challenges and
obstacles that she encountered. The children will be completing a range

of writing outcomes by reflecting on the challenges that Floella faced

and how she overcame them. They will also learn about the inspiring

stories related to the Windrush Generation.
